FRENCH FEATURE

Although their numbers on the showfield
may be small compared to some of the
other countries and manufacturers,
their enthusiasm is as big as they come.

With the support
of clubs like the Citroen Club of N.A,
Renault Owners Club of N.A. and the
Peugeot Club we expect to take the title
by the end of the weekend. To break the
record we'll need more than 130 French
vehicles, which is more than double the
number we normally have at the show.

In an effort to add to the celebration,
French music will softly emanate from
that area of the showfield all weekend.
Speaking of that area of the showfield,
another treat you'll experience on Satur-
day afternoon is the timeline of French
vehicles. With the help of the clubs, we
are going to attempt to park all of them
from the oldest to the newest to create

a unique display and photo opportunity.

Additionally, the Invitational Display
in Building Y will be exclusively French
this year. Vehicles will include Renault,
Citroen, Simca, Peugeot and a 1911
Breese Paris which is celebrating its
100th birthday this year! Believe it or not,
the Breese Paris isn't the oldest vehicle in
the building. That honor belongs to the
1897 DeDion Bouton. The response for
the Invitational Display was overwhelm-
ing this year so we had to expand the dis-
play to include Building R.

Some of the other special vehicles in
the display are the trio of Citroen Deux
Chevaux, one each in blue, white and red
for the colors of the French flag. We also
have a 1983 Renault Alliance but not just
any Alliance.

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CITROEN CLUB OF NORTH AMERICA

The first organizational meeting of the
Citroén Car Club of Ohio was held at the
home of Charles Fowler near Buckeye
Lake, Ohio. This was in 1974 and it was
advertised through the efforts of Andre
and Diane LeBlanc who were owners of
Citroén Auto Sales in Cleveland, Ohio.

A president and secretary were elect-
ed, dues set at $4.00 a year, and ambi-
tious plans made for the club. A meeting
the following year at the same location
drew 23 Citroéns. A club newsletter with
technical tips was printed and meeting
pictures were distributed. In 1976 it really
got rolling when the club could boast 60
members and had six issues of the news-
letter a year.

As the club grew so did the newslet-
ter, from a few mimeograph pages to a
printed booklet with photographs that
has repeatedly won the OLD CARS “Gold-
en Quill Award” for one the best news-

letters available to any club. In 1987 the
newsletter was renamed Citroénthusiast.
The early issues all related to the DS and
ID Model Citroéns the members drove.
More articles about the SM, CX, 2CV and
Traction Avant appeared as club mem-
bers acquired them.

The club grew because of the newslet-
ter. With its comprehensive illustrated re-
pair articles covering details overlooked
in factory manuals, it found new mem-
bers from other states. First awareness
came when the number of out-of-state
members exceeded those living in the
state of Ohio. The full impact of this was
shown when, in the annual Roster, the
state of Florida had more members than
Ohio.

Recognition of this enlarged growth
came when the club membership agreed
that the club name may have restricted
its growth beyond the Midwest. The or-
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ganization officially became the Citroén
Club of North America at the beginning
of 1998 and kept the name of Citroén-
thusiast for the club newsletter. More
recently, the club has established a web
presence, through a blog, Citbitz.com.

The club now has nearly 500 members,
with a significant number being overseas
members. Several meetings are held
each year, primarily for fellowship and
the enjoyment of the members and their
families. One of the best is the annual
Citroén Rendezvous organized by “Drive
She Said,” held in Saratoga Springs, NY
on Father’s Day weekend.

The official club business, such as elec-
tion of officers, is transacted at an annual
meeting held each May in Carlisle, PA.
This coincides with the Carlisle Import
& Kit Nationals where CCNA members
meet to show their cars to a larger group
of enthusiasts.
